VERY IMPORTANT:  This is where you write why you object.  This needs to be your impact statement.  How will this impact you and your family?  How will it impact your farming operation? How will it impact your children and future generations?  Will the value of your land go down?  How do you feel about the use of eminent domain for a private, non-regulated, merchant transmission line in Iowa? Will you have concerns about the health of your animals?  Will you be concerned about your health? What research have you done and found?  Do you think this is a cost effective way to transmit wind energy?  How do you feel about local wind energy not being used in your community and yet it is being transmitted to a different state or region? What will this do to your property taxes?  Use as many pages or attachments as you need.  You can copy and attach articles or other documents.  This is your chance to say what you would say in a hearing to convince the Iowa Board of Utilities that this is not good for you or your community or your state. 

Three additional important statements you can consider adding to your objection: 


1) The proposed transmission line will not serve a public use as it will provide electricity only to citizens outside the state of Iowa. 
2) The proposed transmission line does not represent a reasonable relationship to an overall plan of transmission electricity in the public interest as it has not undergone the conventional transmission planning process of the Midwest independent system operator. (MISO) 
3) The granting of the power of eminent domain for this project is unjustified given the degree of damage to Iowa land owners for the shipment of electricity outside the state of Iowa.
